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Positions and Terms
1. There will be two Senior Editors and two Associate Editors, one each representing Basic Science and Clinical Science.  Each will serve four year terms. These four individuals make up the Senior Editorial Board.
2. The terms of Senior Editor for Basic Science and for Clinical Science will be staggered, with the editor in his/her final two years also serving as Chief Editor. Dr. Greg Bergey will serve as Chief Editor in addition to Senior Editor for Clinical Science starting April 1, 2011.  The next Chief Editor will be the Senior Editor for Basic Science.  (Term to start before the end of 2011, but will take over as Chief in January 2013 and serve two years.)

Duties
1. Chief Editor will:
a.  set strategic directions for the journal, 
b. report to the Board of Directors on all matters including the budget, and
c.  make final decisions on behalf of the editorial board when there is no consensus. 
2. Senior Editors and Associate Editors will work together to select articles and assign writers, provide peer review of all submitted articles and oversight of the journal.
3. Contributing Editors will be responsible for writing commentaries and reviews and will serve for approximately four years (extensions possible).

Selection
1. Senior Editors and Associate Editors will be selected by the Epilepsy Currents Advisory Committee from:
a. Responses to a public call – applicants prove they meet the qualifications
b. Invited from contributing editors
c. Associate Editors can apply for Senior Editor position but do not automatically move up.
2. Contributing Editors will be selected by the Senior Editorial Board.

Evaluation
1. The Epilepsy Currents Advisory Committee will conduct an annual evaluation of Epilepsy Currents and the editorial board.
